Dear friends & members of Bethany:

Tiger Woods! I've had a chance now to reflect now on
the whole Tiger Woods fiasco. I'm always amazed that
public figures can't apprehend that the public is watching
them! I'm amazed that sports figures don’t "get it" that
whether they "want it" or not, they are role models. I'm
always amazed when someone like Tiger is willing to risk
damaging or destroying his relationships with wife,
children, family, friends, colleagues, co-workers, and fans
... for what? Something that he could do at home,
alone, with his wife, in private!! !

The Bible says: "Be sure your sins will find you out"
(Numbers 32:23). It's a warning that there are
consequences when you deliberately choose evil over
good. When you sin, not only do you get hurt, but you
hurt others. Although they are innocent, they suffer the
consequences of your actions too!

Now, the thing that surprised me the most about Tiger’'s
public confession and apology was his revelation that he
is a Buddhist! | didn't see that coming! You'd never
know that from observing his behavior!

You see, just like the Jews gave us 10 Commandments,
the Buddhist’s give us 5 Precepts to live by. Would you
like to know what they are? They are: (1) no stealing, (2)
no lying, (3) no inappropriate sexual acts, (4) no taking
drugs or liquor, (5) no killing. Now, Tiger didn’t 't kill
anybody, but if you think of stealing as stealing your
wife’s peace of mind, betraying her trust, etc., it appears
that Tiger broke 4 out of 5 of the Precepts. He may be a
Buddhist, but he’s not a very good Buddhist.

Now, the question | have for you is—How do you stand
up to scrutiny? If the spotlight were on you, would you
come up short? If you are a Christian, are you a good
Christian? How are you doing following Jesus, anyway?
Maybe, we should reflect on Tiger’s predicament and
take stock in our own spiritual and moral journeys in life.

You might ask, how does a Christian take stock? To be
sure, we have inherited the 10 Commandments from the
Jews. Christians widely respect and follow them. But to
be a Christian, not only means putting our faith in Jesus
Christ, but also living a Christian life. And to see how you

are doing with that, you really need to look at the
"Sermon on the Mount" in Matthew chapters 5 through 7.
It doesn't take long to read, but it takes a lifetime to
achieve.

Consider but a few qualities of character Jesus expects

you to cultivate: "turn the other cheek”, "don’t be angry",

"don't retaliate”, "give alms (money gifts for the poor) in

secret", "pray in secret”, "do not worry", "do not judge
others", "do unto others as you would have them do unto
you", "be ‘doers’ and not just ‘hearers’ of what God
expects of you!" How you doin’ with all that? I've been

working on it all my life. How about you?

Pray for Tiger that he might be a "good" Buddhist. And,
well, read the "Sermon on the Mount"! Examine your
own heart, and make a commitment to be a "good"
Christian.

When | was growing up there was a popular book titled In
His Steps that explored the question "What would Jesus
do?" Years later the WWJID (What Would Jesus Do)
bracelets were popular. 1@ like us to think about that
qguestion in a slightly different way.

Each day we are faced with numerous

decisions as to how to act and how to

respond to different situations. Think

about inviting Jesus to walk beside

you. As you are watching TV think

about how Jesus would feel watching

this program with you. As you are deciding where to go,
ask yourself if you feel comfortable about Jesus going
with you. As you are talking to someone, think about how
Jesus would feel about listening to what you®e saying. If
you are surfing the web, how would Jesus feel about
what you are watching and reading.

Our decisions have consequences. They tend to lead us
toward a more righteous life or toward a less righteous
life. When we are making a decision, remember that
Jesus said that He is with us at all times. He will help us
to make good choices. He can help us to avoid making
bad choices.

Paul tells us in Philippians 4:8 "Finally, brethren,
whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is just,
whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is
gracious, if there is any excellence, if there is anything
worthy of praise, think about these things."
