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Dear Brothers and Sisters of Bethany:

�  "When pride comes, then comes disgrace: but 
wisdom is with the humble." (11:2) 

�  "Better is a dry morsel with quiet than a house full of 
feasting with strife." (17:1) 

�  "Grandchildren are the crown of the aged, and the 
glory of children is their parents." (17:6) 

�  "One who forgives an affront fosters friendship, but 
one who dwells on disputes will alienate a friend." 
(17:9) 

�  "The human mind may devise many plans, but it is 
the purpose of the LORD that will be established." 
(19:21) 

 
If you’ll just explore a little bit, you’ll find the wisdom, 
hope, help, and encouragement that you need in the 
pages of the Bible.  For you see, God’s Spirit will speak 
to you through the words that you prayerfully reflect 
upon in such a way as to touch and transform your soul.  
Don’t wait for a crisis to crack the Good Book.  Read a 
little every day.  It is the best devotion book you will ever 
find.  Try it this summer.  Read a little from your Bible 
each day and see if God doesn’t touch your heart.
