Here are some things that are on my mind:

It was a great success. Also, we should all be
grateful to Roger Bos for donating the use of that
magnificent tent for our Yard Sale. Roger’s
business is called Bos Tent Rental & Service, Inc.

2. Sunday, June 1 was Graduation Sunday! We
recognized those who have achieved educational
milestones this past year. High school graduates
received a $350 book scholarship from the church.
(Scholarships come from money we raise by selling
Easter flowers and Christmas poinsettias each year.)

3. SANDALS SUNDAY! You officially
have permission to wear your
summer sandals on Sunday, June 8.
We will observe Sandal Sunday in
honor of the arrival of summer.
During the month of June, | have
three sermons based on stories in
the New Testament that involve sandals.

the leg, worn principally by tragic actors, horsemen,
hunters, and by men of rank and authority.

The ancient Egyptians wore sandals made of palm-
leaves and papyrus. They are sometimes observable on
the feet of Egyptian statues. According to Herodotus,
sandals of papyrus were a part of the required and
characteristic dress of the Egyptian priests.

So, get out those flip-flops, espadrilles, clogs, and
sandalettes and wear them to church on June 8. A
special summer gift will be passed out to all who attend
church that day.
