Every day is an adventure to me. | never really know
what'’s going to happen next. Sometimes my days go
according to plan, but not often. How about you? You
make your plans, you prioritize (I try to use Stephen
Covey’s method found in the book First Things First)—
and then LIFE HAPPENS!

When | was in seminary, | remember a very wise
professor saying, "When you are busy and focused on
your well crafted plans, keep this always in mind, it is in
the interruptions of your day that you will do your most
important ministry!"

That remark | heard over 40 years Go
ago stuck in my head and | have
found it to be true. Not only when
working but in living generally, it is
important to pay attention to the
interruptions and respond
appropriately. When | think of how often I've been so
busy getting on to the next thing on my list . . . and
feeling annoyed by yet another interruption . . . | feel so
ashamed. So | bring the adage to my conscious
awareness every day, so as to not lose touch with the
importance of the immediate need of another.

| sometimes reflect on the story in Luke 8:40-56 where
Jesus was interrupted not once, but twice. He came to
preach but was interrupted by a man named Jairus, who
pleaded with Jesus to come to his home for his only
daughter was dying. Jesus set aside his plans and went
with the desperate man. On the way to Jairus’ house,
Jesus was interrupted again. This time by a woman who
had suffered greatly with a bleeding problem for twelve
years and had spent all she had on ineffective health
care. Jesus responded to the woman and healed her.
"Your faith has made you well," he said to her. Just then

news arrived that Jairus’ daughter had died. Too late!
But no! Jesus said, "Do not fear. Only believe." Jesus
restored Jairus’ daughter to the bosom of her family and
then he went on to his preaching mission.

Jesus saw the interruptions as opportunities to bring
healing, love, and peace into the lives of people with
immediate needs. This obligates me to follow his
example by being available and helpful at the
interruptions of life. | wonder if the same is true for you?

You
now have to re-register for the church to benefit from
your shopping at Kroger. Here’s what you do.

1. Pick up a Kroger sheet at Grand Central with a
bar code on it.

2. Goto Kroger Customer Service and have them
scan the bar code with your personal Kroger
Card.

3. That'sit! After that, every time you scan your
personal Kroger Card in the check out aisle the
church will benefit. You'll know because it will
say so on your receipt.

4. No more loading gift cards or anything like that.
Just a one-time visit to the Customer Service
desk and you're done.

Please help us. Churches now have to seek other
sources of income to continue their ministries.
