A Message from Pastor James 
 
Dear members and friends of Bethany Church: 
 
Now, June is “National Re-Read Macbeth Month!”  At least it 
was for me.  My daughter Samantha had to read Macbeth as a 
school assignment, so we read it together.  If you will recall, 
Shakespeare’s Macbeth is a morality play that illustrates what 
happens when someone will stop at nothing to achieve selfish 
ambition.  The trouble started when Macbeth met up with these 
Witches who predicted that Macbeth would one day be King.  
Now Macbeth knew he was talking with Witches, 
representatives of evil.  And yet, he took their enticing prediction 
as a promise to which he was entitled.  He yielded to the 
temptation to do evil.  He murdered the King to claim the crown. 
 
But that wasn’t the end of it.  In order to keep the thrown, he 
had to be brutal and commit even more murder.  By the middle 
of the play, he is committing murder, just to be spiteful.  What 
started as a conversation with Witches, led to Macbeth 
choosing to do evil that brought suffering and heartache on 
those he cherished and destruction on his own head (pun 
intended). 
 
So, here’s the lesson.  When you see the Witch by the side of 
the road enticing you with promises of fulfillment . . . 
DON’T STOP AND CHAT!!! 

 
The trick about getting past temptation of any sort is to KEEP 
GOING.  Look, everyone meets up with temptation in this life.  
Everyone!  What temptations do you have in your life, that 
beckon you to stop and participate?  Do you have the faith and 
courage to walk past them?  Stopping to chat with evil could 
entice you to make bad and hurtful choices, you know.  Next 
time you meet up with temptation, just keep going. 
 

There is an old hymn with much truth in it.  Reflect on it: 
 

Yield not to temptation, for yielding is sin; 
each victory will help you some other to win; 
fight manfully onward, dark passions subdue, 
look ever to Jesus, He'll carry you through.
