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1. Proposal to move from Active Membership to Inactive Membership
for 2009 Annual Report

2. Proposal to delete from Church Membership
(Clerk database and Church’s Servant Keeper database)

The following paragraphs are taken from Bethany Baptist Church’s Constitution and Bylaws and describe the definitions of
a church member, inactive member, and the criteria for dismissal as a member. According to the Constitution & Bylaws,
the congregation is to review this information at the annual December Business Meeting, with publication one month prior to
the meeting. Therefore, this information is presented for your review:

Active Membership described in Bethany Baptist Church Constitution and Bylaws — Article 4, Section 2:

Members are considered active upon completion of Orientation regarding Bethany and its ministries, and upon receiving the
Right Hand of Fellowship. The Pastor and a team assigned by the Church Council shall be responsible for membership
orientation.

Members shall be considered active as long as they have attended, participated in any of the Church programs, or made a
financial contribution of record to the Christian work of Bethany Baptist Church during a period of two (2) years proceeding
the current year.

Members unable to be active because of confinement to home or a care facility, service in the military, or away at college
shall be exempted from the above requirement.

Inactive Membership described in Bethany Baptist Church Constitution and Bylaws — Article 4, Sec. 3:

A member shall be considered inactive if they have not attended, have not participated in any of the Church programs, or
made a financial contribution of record to the Christian work of Bethany Baptist Church for a period of two (2) years. They
shall be placed on an inactive list only after careful consideration. The Church Clerk shall annually create a list of potential
inactive members based on data from computer records and other sources. This list is to be published for congregational
review, at least one (1) month prior to the December Annual Business Meeting.

Dismissal described in Bethany Baptist Church Constitution and Bylaws — Article 4, Section 4.4:

Inactive members may be removed from inactive membership if there has been no contact with the Church for a total of five
(5) years or more. The Church Clerk shall create a list to be published for Congregation review, at least one (1) month prior
to the December Annual Business Meeting.

Restoration of Membership as described in Bethany Church Constitution and Bylaws — Art. 4, Sec. 1.4:
Any person whose membership has been canceled may be restored to fellowship again upon their request.

The enclosed list indicates the people who are being:
1) Proposed to move from Active Membership to Inactive Membership for 2009: Not met the above stated
requirements during 2007 & 2008.
2) Proposed to move from Inactive Membership to Removal from Membership: Not met stated requirements as
noted above.

These proposals will be voted on at the Congregational Annual Business Meeting on December 6, 2009, after the worship
service.
