On the eve of his death, Valentine wrote the girl a farewell note and signed, it, “From Your Valentine.”  All we know for sure about him was that he was a good man, a devout Christian, and died bravely.  In the Middle Ages, he became associated with human love and emotion because his feast day coincided with the time when birds began to pair.
