So, Cathi Feldpausch, Pastor of First Baptist Church of Ferndale called me about their Warming Shelter.  First Baptist opens up an area of their church to the homeless during the day so they can stay warm.  Other agencies and ministries provide overnight sites for the homeless, but often make them leave during the day.  Because it is winter, there are few places to go to stay warm during the day.  So, this ministry is important.  They have quite a few people who show up on these cold days.  Well, Cathi was telling me about their needs and limited resources and I felt we might be able to help them with a small need.  Among the items they run out of often is toilet paper.  So, I’m going to ask you to join me in this small, rather unusual mission project.  If you have some toilet paper (even 1 ply) you can donate, bring it to church.  And, when you go to the store in the next couple of weeks, pick up some extra and bring them to church.  Put it in my office.  It’s a small thing.  But maybe we can wipe out this need.

 

So, Nelson Haynes donated and installed a cool device on the office entry door that allows us to see who is at the door.  The old one was so small and limited, you often couldn’t see who was there.  Well, this new one can be directed (yes, it moves) to look around the whole outside area.  It provides greater security, especially when staff are in the building alone.  It’s also great for playing peek-a-boo.  Thanks Nelson.
